	How to Read this Approved Course List:

1. The approved course or course sequence will be listed in one line to the right of the prerequisite.

2. If there are additional options they are listed in the following lines.  Unless noted, no preference is given to one series option over another.

3. The “Humanities/Social Science” prerequisite requires a total of 28 quarter units that must include: 1 economics course, 1 speech course and 1 of the 3 social science courses. The remainder of the 28 units can be met with any other social science or humanities course work.  In most cases, any course except for math, science, business, computer, and technical/vocational courses will count as a humanities or social science elective.
	4. SYLL indicates approval pending.  Students are asked to submit syllabi for the preceding courses that are listed.  SYLL is used when the catalog description does not provide enough detail to approve the course.

5. NAE – “No Articulation Established” Indicates that a review of all possible course offerings was conducted, but no course found listed in the catalog was judged acceptable. You must complete this requirement with approved course work at another school.
