Assessment for Program Review

Student Learning is central program review. 

The goal for program review assessment can be defined and designed in two ways:

Both processes are similar in that there is a goal/question, work is done that produces evidence, data is collected to help understand results of the work and that data is interpreted so that it becomes evidence for a more refined question or what can be called knowledge. 

Here are some questions to help think about this process:

1) What is your question or goal?

2) What activities will you do that generate data along the way to help you think and analyze, build knowledge?

3) What will you do with your colleagues to help transform this data into evidence and your evidence into knowledge?
4) How will you trace your work back to student learning? 

5) How will you make your work visible, how will you represent it to the public? We encourage you to be creative with this. Do something that ends up being useful for you and your students and your colleagues, something that is fun and builds identity. 

We are asking you to lay out a plan/design for your rock, your project that articulates how you will assess your work. We will support you with resources, connections to IR, examples, and links to interesting work on the web. 
We want you to move from data (qualitative and quantitative) to evidence to knowledge.





We want you to begin with an Inquiry and want you to pursue your inquiry through a series of questions, collection of data and evidence, interpretation of what you see and further more refined or even brand new questions.
